SPECIFICATIONS

Securyploof will set up itself automatically and will warn you 
when:

 The bracelet gets in touch with water.
It will alert only when the bracelet is fully immersed to avoid 
untimely alerts. Drops on the bracelet will have no effect for 
example. 

The receiver will beep using a continuous beep and the LED 
will light up.

The bracelet is beyond 30 meters from the receiver for more than 
20 seconds.

The receiver will beep using a continuous beep and the LED 
will light up.

The bracelet was conceived in order to resist to 
three times the strength of a 5-year-old child. 

To limit the risks of detachment of the bracelet by 
your child, the lock “flower” locks and unlocks by 
means of a coin.

At the back of the watch, you will find a sticker 
to be filled. 
Register it the name of the child to whom belongs 
the watch, and the coordinates where to contact 
you in case of emergency.
